rather than the performers. Behind a mask, an
actor can truly become a character! Let's look at some

The ancient Greeks were well known for
their love of theatre. Actors would wear
masks on stage with exaggerated expressions
which dearly showed the fear, anger or
sadness of the characters. Only men were
allowed to act at that time, o a quick change
of mask allowed them to play the roles of both
men and women in the same play.

Masks were ako featured in ltalian
Commedia dell’Arte of the 16th
century. This theatre  was
performed by travelling
comedy troupes of actors and actresses.
There were no scrpts and performers
improvised their lines.  Each
performance featured the same

characters with their own particular mask. The masks had
bold features, such as bushy eyebrows and long noses,
‘which along wiith the characters’ exaggerated movements
created the comedic performance for which the
Commedia dell‘Arte was famous.

Japanese Noh plays from medieval times also
used masks o the actor had to use gestures and
movement to bring the character to ife. Masks
were mostly used to portray female roles -
and non-human characters such as animals
and monsters. The masks were made with a
neutral expression so that no emotion could
be seen. The performer then had to slightly tlt
their head up o down at different angles in
the stage lights to express emotions of fear or
sadness. The resulting effect was truly theatrical.

Why is Daniel Defoe considered the
father of the English novel? Read the
graphy to find out.

Daniel Defoe (1660-1731) was an important
English wiiter born in London, England. As &
young man, he travelled a lot around Europe as a
merchant and wrote for many magazines and
newspapers.

His first and best-known novel was Robinson
Crusoe, which was published in 1719 when
Defoe was 59 years old. Other famous novels
include Moll Flanders and Roxana. They are all
about people who are in difficult situations and
struggle through life, whether physically,
financially or spiritually.

Although many parts of Defoe's personal life
remain unknown, a great deal of his writing has
survived, and he has had an incredible influence
on English literature. Robinson Crusoe, for
example, is one of the first examples of the novel
in the English language, with some elements that
would become standards of the new genre, such
2s a quite eventlul and realistic plot. It is for this
reason that Defoe is often called the father of the
English novel.
